AUTHORIZING THE METROPOLITAN MANILA DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY TO ADOPT A “NO PHYSICAL CONTACT POLICY” IN APPREHENDING TRAFFIC VIOLATORS IN METRO MANILA THRU THE USE OF DIGITAL CAMERA 

WHEREAS, the present system of apprehending traffic violators sometimes causes traffic build up which aggravates the traffic problem in Metro Manila;     

WHEREAS, physical contact between the traffic enforcer and the driver during apprehension is an open invitation for graft and corruption; 

WHEREAS, to provide better services to the motorists and the riding public, there is a need to introduce some technologies to further improve and strengthen traffic management and operations in Metro Manila; 

WHEREAS, Republic Act No. 7924 empowers the MMDA to formulate, coordinate and monitor policies, standards and programs relating to traffic and transport management to rationalize the existing transport operations and to administer and implement all traffic enforcement operations, traffic engineering services, traffic education programs including the institution of a single ticketing system in Metro Manila;

WHEREAS, the Metro Manila Council (Council) recognizes the need to improve the system of apprehending traffic violators by way of adopting a “No Physical Contact Policy” in apprehending traffic violators thru the use of digital camera;

WHEREAS, the use of digital camera in apprehending traffic violators will ensure efficiency in traffic enforcement and avoid traffic build up in areas where violations are committed.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved as it is hereby resolved, pursuant to Section 6 of RA 7924, that the Council hereby authorizes the MMDA to adopt a “No Physical Contact Policy” in apprehending traffic violators in Metro Manila thru the use of digital camera.
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RESOLVED FURTHER, that the “No Physical Contact Policy“               be strictly observed by traffic enforcers who are issued digital cameras in apprehending traffic violators. 

RESOLVED FURTHERMORE, that the use of digital camera shall complement the present system of apprehending traffic violators.

          RESOLVED FINALLY, that the MMDA Chairman shall prepare the necessary implementing guidelines to ensure efficient and effective implementation of this undertaking. 

This Resolution shall take effect upon approval.

MEMORANDUM CIRCULAR NO. 05

SUBJECT:  Implementing Guidelines for MMDA Resolution No. 02-49, Series of 2002 Entitled “Authorizing The Metropolitan Manila Development Authority To Adopt A “No Physical Contact Policy” In Apprehending Traffic Violators In Metro Manila Thru The Use Of Digital Camera”

1.0
RATIONALE

The present system of apprehending traffic violators sometimes breeds corruption and likewise causes traffic build-up thereby aggravating the traffic problem in Metro Manila.  In order to provide better services to the motorists and the riding public, the “No Physical Contact Policy” was enacted by the Metro Manila Council by virtue of MMDA Resolution No. 02-49, Series of 2002 on November 07, 2002.

2.0 PURPOSE

This Memorandum Circular provides guidelines and procedures relative to MMDA Resolution No. 02-49, Series of 2002 in order to have uniform interpretation and implementation of the said policy.

3.0 GUIDELINES

The following guidelines must be observed when implementing the “No Physical Contact Policy”:

3.1 The “No Physical Contact Policy” in traffic apprehension entails coverage thru video footages and still pictures of motorists committing traffic violations. This shall be applied to all motorists at random and is not limited to Public Utility Vehicles (PUV’s).

3.2 Downloading shall be centralized at the Office of the Executive Director of the Traffic Operations Center, from 10:00 am until 10:00 pm.

3.3 The cameraman shall sign the Summon Forms containing pictures he shot in the video camera.  He shall likewise indicate the violation committed in the Summon Form.

3.4 All Summon Forms shall be produced at the Office of the Executive Director.

3.5 The Summon Forms, signed by the cameraman and the Executive Director, shall be sent thru registered mail at the Makati Central Post Office using the postal charge account of MMDA. Copies of the Summon Forms shall be sent to the LTO and LTFRB on a daily basis.

3.6 The fines and penalties and all charges contained in the Summon Form shall be assessed at the MMDA-TOC Data and TVR Management Division and be paid at the Collection Division of MMDA. Assessment and payment shall only be made at the central office of MMDA located at the MMDA building, EDSA corner Orense, Makati City.

3.7 Payment of fines and penalties and all charges shall be made first, before filing any protest.

3.8 Payment of fines and penalties and all charges shall be paid within seven (7) working days upon receipt of the Summon. The vehicle shall be intercepted on the road and impounded if the fines and penalties are not settled within the prescribed period and additional surcharge of P5,000.00 plus the corresponding storage fees. Likewise, the driver's license of the erring driver shall be confiscated and be issued a Traffic Violation Receipt (TVR).  The impounded vehicle and the driver's license shall be released only after payment of the fines and penalties and all charges.

3.9 MMDA shall issue a FIRST NOTICE to the owner/operator of the vehicle captured on the program after the 7-day prescription time. A FINAL NOTICE shall also be issued by MMDA for failure to settle the account after seven (7) days from receipt of the FIRST NOTICE.  All mailing cost shall be charged to violators.

This Memorandum Circular shall take effect immediately.
